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Arab Open University Academy of Training

It is located on the ground floor to the left of the front entrance in the second quarter and
contains several sections.

Itis a significant department that provides its service to students and employees of the university
in addition to the community.

The Academy has the Academy’s Director’s office, a reception hall and 3 staff offices.

There are also two training rooms and a huge 316 m? Innovation Lab, which can accommodate
120 computers and is used for multiple purposes..

Administrative and Human Resources Affairs
Financial Affairs

It is located on the second floor in the second quarter and contains the offices of the Director
of Administration & HR, the Director of Purchase, Contracts and Stores, and the office of the
Director of Finance beside staff offices.

Community Engagement and Marketing

It is located on the second floor in the second quarter and includes the office of the Director of
C. E & M, several staff offices, and the Call Centre
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Faculty of Computer Studies

The Faculty of Computer Studies is located on the first floor in the second quarter.

It contains the office of the Programme Coordinator and 13 tutor offices. There is also an office for
part-time staff and a meeting room.

Foundation Studies Unit

The offices of the Foundation Studies Unit are located on the first floor in the first quarter and
include the office of the HOD- FSU, 15 tutor offices, a meeting room and service rooms.

® University Administration

The Board of Trustees, the President’s office, and a meeting room are located on the second floor
in the first quarter.

The Rector’s office is located on the second floor in the first quarter, next to it is the Director of the
Rector’s office, the Legal Advisor office, and the Quality Assurance and Accreditation Department,
in addition to a meeting room, a reception and a waiting hall.

The office of the Assistant Rector for Academic Affairs and Research is located on the second floor
in the first quarter. Next to it is the Director of the Assistant Rector office in addition to a reception
halll.

The office of the Assistant Rector for Administrative and Financial Affairs is located on the second
floor in the second quarter and next to it is a meeting room and a reception hall.



Information Technology

The IT support department is located on the first floor in the second quarter and includes the office
of the HOD of IT, the Systems Analyst office, and the Network and Information security office, in
addition to three IT support offices.

» Academic Departments

Faculty of Education

The Faculty of Education is located on the The first floor in the first quarter. There is the office of the
Programme Coordinator and four tutor offices.

Deanship of Law

The Deanship of Law is located on the second floor in the middle between the first and third
quarters.

It contains the Dean’s office and 16 tutor offices, and some facilities.

Faculty of Business

The Faculty of Business is located on the second floor in the middle between the first and third
quarters.

It contains the office of the Programme Coordinator and 17 offices for tutors and a reception hall.
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Learning Resources Centre

The Learning Resources Centre is in the middle of the ground floor behind the second quarter
and is one of the largest departments in the university. It includes the office of the HOD of the
LRC, a reception hall for students and researchers with a library in the middle, a bookstore, and a
spacious room for people with special needs.

The LRC has 94 booths for individual student use.
It also includes 7 small study rooms and 4 large rooms for group studying.

Departments

Admission and Registration

This vital department is located on the ground
floor in the first quarter and includes the office
of the Director of A&D, a reception, a spacious
waiting and self-service area, a student
registration hall, and an A&D office, beside a
lecture room.

Two finance offices are included to make it
easier for students to pay their tuition fees.

Student Affairs and Alumni

Located on the ground floor to the right of the
front entrance in the first quarter and includes
the office of the Director of Student Affairs and
Alumni and the office of student activities and
Career Guidance.. Next is a meeting room and
then the Learning Support Centre.

On the opposite side stands the office of
Student Affairs, office of the Student Advisory
Council and the office of the student council.
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Football field

The landscape has a six-a-side football field, which can be converted into a multi-play field



Laboratories

There are 8 Computer Labs and 5 Language Labs, each containing 28 computers distributed as
follows:

4 Computer Labs and 3 Language Labs on the first floor in the second and fourth quarters
numbered from 101 to 107.

4 Computer Labs and two Language Labs on the second floor, in the second and fourth quarters,
numbered from 201 to 206.

There is also an Innovation Lab, which contains 120 computers on the ground floor behind the AOU
Academy of Training.

Clinic

Health Care Services are provided through the clinic under the supervision of the Department of
Student Affairs and Alumni. It includes a doctor’s office, a nurse’s room and 6 recovery rooms,
and washrooms. The clinic can be reached from the second quarter behind the AOU Academy

of Training and has another entrance from the outside from the left side of the front entrance to
facilitate the arrival of the ambulance if needed.

Restaurant

The restaurant is located on the ground floor in the
third quarter and has three entrances. The serving
area can accommodate more than 200 chairs and
80 tables.

Lecture Halls

There are 36 Lecture Halls in the building that are
equipped with the latest 86-inch smart screens
distributed on the first and second floors. The
lecture halls are distributed as follows:

AOU Campus
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There are 22 Lecture Halls on the first floor, in the third and fourth quarters numbered from 101 to

122.

There are 14 Lecture Halls on the second floor, in the third and fourth quarters, numbered from 201

to 214



Auditorium

The Auditorium and its facilities occupy a large part of the ground floor and are located behind
the first quarter.

It has 220 seats and state-of-the-art audio and illumination equipment. There is also a huge
lobby in front of the Auditorium.
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Lounges

There is a spacious male lounge next to the
LRC, and a spacious female lounge next to the
restaurant on the ground floor. There is also a
Student Club near the LRC.

There is also a male staff lounge and a female
staff lounge on the first floor in the first quarter.

Luban Hall

Luban Hall for special occasions is located on
the ground floor in the third quarter beside the
restaurant.

Student Activities Lounge

A lounge dedicated to the activities of Student Groups and artistic workshops under the supervision
of the Department of Student Affairs and Alumni is located on the ground floor in the third quarter
near the restaurant.

Central Garden

The central garden is located in the heart of the university building. It contains 7 large marble
seating, many trees, flowering plants, and green spaces as an outdoor environment for students
and staff. There is also a small garden in the first quarter.

Reception

Areception desk is at the front and back entrances
of the university. Behind the back reception desk is
a café selling hot & cold drinks and snacks.

Prayer rooms

There are 4 male prayer rooms with places for
ablution: on the ground floor next to the restaurant;
on the first floor next to the Lecture Halls; and on
the second floor behind elevator No. 1 in addition
to the staff prayer room in the first quarter.

There are 3 female prayer rooms with places for ablution: on the ground floor next to the Learning
Resource Centre; on the first floor next to the Lecture Halls; and on the second floor next to the
Deanship of Law.

Washrooms

17 Washrooms for males are distributed on the floors in all sections,

and 13 for females are divided among students and staff in addition to washrooms for people with
special needs.

Washrooms are located behind each elevator on all floors.



General information

The overall area of the
university is around 37,000
m? and the building is 20,000
m?, and it has four external
entrances.

Parking spaces around the
university can accommodate
311 cars both front and back.

There are two main entrances

to the building. At the front entrance, there is a large water fountain.
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The landscapes within the campus comprise of 51 Palm trees, 27 Plumeria trees and various
flowering plants that provide a fresh and natural ambience, in addition to green landscapes.

Besides, there are 38 spacious external marble seating distributed around the building

Navigation & Elevators

The building is divided into 4 quarters: the first quarter, second quarter, third quarter and fourth

quarter to facilitate access to the required section.

Each quarter number is marked by the elevator number. The elevators are numbered from 1 to

4. Each number represents the quarter number.

The four elevators are distributed in the four sections of the university and next to each elevator
there is a wide staircase, in addition to the emergency exits on the corners of the building.
